SCHOLARSHIP OVERVIEW

In keeping with our long-standing belief in the power of education, the University of Houston — Victoria Chapter of The
Gamma Beta Phi (GBP) Society is proud to offer the Excellence in Character & Service Scholarship to help fund the
educational objectives and pursuits of our members.

SCHOLARSHIP DETAILS

» Two scholarships will be awarded at the final chapter meeting of each semester to deserving Gamma Beta Phi
members. One member (at a minimum) will be selected from each area - Victoria and Sugar Land/Cinco Ranch.

» In the event that there are not enough qualified candidates, the Executive and Scholarship Committee reserve the right
to distribute additional funds to the qualified recipients or hold the additional funds in trust for distribution in future
semesters.

» The scholarship must be used for tuition and will be distributed by the UHV Office of Financial Aid.

» The scholarship funds are non-transferrable.

» GBP Scholarship Committee members are in-eligible.

» The scholarship will be awarded to GBP members who have demonstrated outstanding qualities of leadership,
character, and commitment to service.

» The scholarship shall be awarded without preference to race, sex, campus location, financial need, or student status

(full-time/part-time, undergraduate/graduate).

SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY & QUALIFICATIONS

» Must be a current UHV student of junior, senior, or graduate classification at any University of Houston — Victoria
campus (i.e. Victoria, Sugar Land, Cinco Ranch, & Online)

» Must be a Member in Good Standing of The Gamma Beta Phi Society as outlined in the Chapter By-Laws
Must demonstrate high academic achievement and a minimum 3.5 cumulative GPA based on a 4.0 scale
» Must be of good moral character and have demonstrated leadership abilities
