Cougar Bridges 20082009: Bridging to a 4 Year University
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Cougar Bridges is designed to

create a positive first -year
experience for freshman col-
lege students by pairing a
group of 8 -10 students per
campus in the same English
class all year long. Students
take Fundamentals of Gram-
mer and Composition in the
fall, and progress to English
Composition and Grammar in
the spring. They also are all
enrolled in Learning Frame-
works class designed to polish
up the skills necessary to suc-
ceed in college.

Students in the Bridges pro-
gram should have aspirations
of transferring to a 4 -year
university, and we try to help
with this goal by pairing them

up a mentor in their field of
interest as well as having stu-
dents attend a Transfer Con-
ference and a campus tour.

Over 15 students participated

in Bridges this school year,
and they were paired with
mentors from Christus Spohn
Hospital, Bishop ISD, Beeville
ISD, Texas A&M Kingsville, and
the Atascosa Cou

Department, to name a few.
Students met their mentors at
an orientation breakfast, and
they sought out their advice
and guidance to set them on
the right path.

In the spring, students visited
UTSA and Texas A&M Kings-
ville to learn about transfer
opportunities  available to
them.
